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Developments at Intersect:
Bar Code System for Container Management

A current project at Inter-
sect is developing soft-
ware extensions for the
RCAMS container database
system to support bar code
functions for container man-
agement. The system will use
a series of bar code labels for
designating shelf spaces in a
storage facility, and a separate
series of bar code labels for
designating records containers.
A portable bar code reader will
be used to relate each storage
position to the container(s) in
that position. This process
will allow incoming containers
to be immediately placed in an
available shelf position, and
the bar code container man-
agement system will then
make the appropriate space /
container assignments in the
RCAMS database.

The bar code system can

also be used to reconcile actual
containers / locations with the
existing assignments in the
RCAMS database, and will
generate reports of any discrep-
ancies.

The bar code reader is port-
able with a self-contained mem-
ory, and can be temporarily
connected to a computer run-
ning RCAMS via a USB port
for transfer of space / container
information.

People behind the Soft-
ware Specia utility software
supporting USB port data
transfer between the bar code
reader and the Windows oper-
ating system is being devel-
oped by Mr. Robert Perry, a
speciaist in data communica-
tions and hardware / software
interfacing with over twenty-
five years experience in de-
veloping real-time systems

and computer applications.
Recently, when Intersect
published Clark's Encyclo-
pedia of Records Retention,
Bob solved the problem of
transferring the Encyclope-
dia master — then in aword
processing format — to a
master electronic file by de-
veloping a program to trans-
fer the Encyclopedia content
while identifying and remov-
ing exterraneous formatting
information and codes.

A new Accounting / Statistics
module adds a comprehensive
statistics, accounting, and report-
ing capability to Intersect Sys-
tems Records Control and Man-
agement System.

Developed at the request of
Intersect customers, with capa-
bilities and functions based on
suggestions from RCAMS users,
the new Accounting / Statistics
module is designed to meet two
needs: (1) To record and report
activity in the records center —
both overall for the RCAMS sys-
tem, and individually by depart-
ments or divisions. The Account-
ing / Statistics module captures
all records transactions in
RCAMS — storage spaces used,
records accessions, document

disposal — and provides a flexible
set of reports the user can access
through easy point-and-click op-
erations to either view the reports
on-screen, or print the reports.
Each department can recelve a
periodic statement documenting
space used and activity. (2) To

allow records center costs to be
allocated to various departments
or divisons based on storage
space used, and on activity deter-
mined by records containers ac-
cessed. A statement of costs for
storage and accessions can be
calculated for each Department

and printed periodicaly -

i monthly, quarterly, annualy, or

for any period desired.

The Accounting / Statistics
module is not only easy to con-
figure and use, it is dso flexi-
ble. The records manager can
specify charges for storage and
accession for each type of con-
tainer defined for the system.
